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Three Would-Be Dictators Have Blown It

Canada and the US are not used to dictators, even would-be ones, but the hitherto free 
countries  through  a  fluke  of  political  history  allowed  Trudeau  and  Biden  to  assume 
unprecedented powers. By promoting hysteria about climate and COVID both politicians 
have declared war upon ordinary people.

Enough to arouse 
the  hatred  that  prompted Trudeau to  invoke the  “Emergencies  Act”  to  destroy those 
condemned for having a view that he found  “unacceptable”.

The “Act” has been rescinded but the contemptible mayor of Ottawa still wants to sell the 
seized trucks and keep the money.

Today’s globalist assault through the prime minister’s office on Canadians’ sovereignty 
has been the invidious “War Measures Act”, which was imposed by decree by the Liberal 
Party of Canada and then rubber-stamped by a minority government.
